VA Honor accompanied his comrades as they pressed forward into a
sweeping fire of enemy musketry. Despite the death and
wounding of many around him, Private Mays, although
dangerously exposed, defiantly waved his banner. When the
colors were twice shot from his graps, he retrieved them although
fully aware that he had become a specific target. But with utter
disregard for his personal safety, Private Mays remained in the
open until reinforcements arrived, and despite the best efforts of
the enemy, he survived the battle unhurt, returning to camp with a
flag that bore 27 bullet-holes."
