THE FIRE DEPARTMENT 1900-1913

Throughout the history of Salem, the town's Firgp&tment was primarily a volunteer organizatiore Tirst monetary consideration
given to the firemen was exemption from Poll Takjekh amounted to about $2.00 per year. At theestof the firemen, this
exemption was stopped, and the Board appropriatesrount equal to about $1.00 per month for firemEnis fund was paid to the
officers of the Fire Company and not to each irdliail fireman, and was generally used for the bettat of the Fire Company or for
some other activity of the organization. The fiappropriation made prior to Consolidation was iayM. 911 when the Board
appropriated $350 for the Rough & Ready Fire Corgard $150 for the West Side Steamer Co. in WdsnSaThe firemen were
also exempted from Poll Tax for the year 1912, timsamounting to $4.00. The records indicatetl Fir@ Chief F. G. Meinung was
paid $5.00 per month.

The Rough and Ready Fire Company was organized 4868. F. C. Meinung was the Captain of this canypand later on the
Chief of the Fire Department, a position he helthattime of consolidation. The Eagle Hose Compaay organized later in West
Salem. These fire companies elected their owcafi subject to approval of the Board of Commissis.

In March, 1900, the Eagle Hose Company asked tledBibthey would furnish a stable for a horse am@ajon and a place for
members of the Hose Co. to sleep, they, the firemvenld furnish the horse and wagon. The Boareedr(7-90)

On January 21, 1901, the Board purchased 500 féBatrol Brand" fire hose from the Fabric, Hosen@pany of New York, at 65
cents per foot, delivered. This hose was "Guaeghte withstand a pressure of 400 pounds per séueieand warranted not to
mildew or rot."(7-143)

On June 6, 1903, the Board purchased 300 feetasiffon Brand" fire hose from the Eureka Fire Hosm@any of New Jersey, at a
price of 90 cents per foot, complete with couplinghis hose was described as being "seamlessatib rubber line, 2-1/2 inches
internal diameter, withstanding a water pressur06f pounds per square inch."(7-284)

On March 3, 1905, the Board approved the purchbaeew fire engine from the American La FrancelEngine Company, this
engine to be "one of their fourth size La Franae Engines." The price was $4,250, payable ob#sés of $1,250 upon delivery,
and $1,000 per year for three years, with inte(@s877)

Following the purchase, a petition signed by 9zeits in West Salem was submitted to the Boardnggkat the old fire engine be
placed in West Salem for the protection of that patown. (7-381) L. A. Brietz offered to donate a site for the engine howsB .a
A. Robertson offered the use of his team whenegeded in case of fire. The Board accepted andpppted $600, the estimated
cost of the engine house. (7-392)

On July 11, 1905, the Board received this proposal:

The L. A. Brietz property in West Salem coveredtelg block, bounded by Broad St., Wachovia St.nKia St., and Green St.
The Fire Engine House was built on the east didereen Street between Wachovia and Franklin Street

Since West Salem now had an engine house and the Old Steangfite transferred from Salem, Charles Tesh appeared before the
Board on April 5, 1907, and requested that the naftiee Eagle Hose Co., which he represented, arged to the West Side
Steamer Co. and to be so called thereafter. Eljisast was granted.

The Board approved the request of Chief MeinungaHgapper" be put in the house of Bedford Brosmhe would get the fire
alarms at once, and not have to wait for the Ik which would enable him to have team ready ramtckeep the firemen waiting.

FIRE PREVENTION IN SALEM

When the town of Salem was founded in 1766 andhtitéeus of the town began to form with the congiomcof the various
buildings, the inhabitants realized that they haly imited means for combating fires, so they placed great empdrasit possible
means to prevent the hazards of fire. The useefdr heating and cooking, for bake ovens anddsrand for oil lamp and lanterns,
was an important and necessary asset, but atietsae a potential hazard to person and property.

Strict building regulations and fire preventionasiwere adopted and firmly enforced. Regular gstématic inspections were made
throughout the town. The inspectors had acceal psemises, in the dwellings and business hou$ésse inspectors paid particular
attention to the condition of chimneys, fireplaees hearths, smoke pipes and their relation to wodd the storage of combustible
materials, and the handling and disposal of ashes.

The number of major fires in Salem were very fdve Tavern in 1781; Foltz's kitchen in 1853; Siésv€hop in 1845; Shaffner's
dwelling in 1864

The fact that the total number of fires and falsenas during the first one hundred years in Salearevonly ten, may be attributed to
the strict rules and regulations and regular ingpegolicies mentioned above.

After Salem was incorporated in 1856, the Town Cassianers continued the fire prevention programlauitting regulations.
Under the provisions of the Town Ordinances, thgd®idaid off the town into nine wards and appoint@d persons Fire Inspectors
for each ward. It was the duty of these Fire letps to inspect every dwelling, office, shop, tives type of business establishment,
and see that the Fire Regulations were complield, &itd to report all delinquents. Although thegswo pay for this inspection
work, any citizen appointed Fire Inspector who sefli or neglected to serve, was subject to a téardivie.
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The Fire Inspectors submitted written reports ®Bloard of Commissioners. The Board in turn galist af all reported violations
of the Fire Regulations to the Chief of Police &nglas his duty to see that such violations wemeemted.

The Fire Departments in Salem and Winston coopaiiatére emergencies, both fire departments ansgerlarms in either town.

June 5, 1903-The Police Chief was required to latetephone in his home...at his own expense. (7-280)

On October 3, 1903, Mayor Butner asked the Boarddot a Police Justice to help him in the matterooirts of the town. The
Police Committee recommended that a Police Jus@amployed to assist the Mayor in the trial casg January 1, 1904, and that
R. A. Jenkins be elected to this position. (7-314)

J. H. McGee was elected Chief of Police on Juri®@5, at a salary of $50 per month. (7-391)

In 1905, the Board adopted a motion that "all nightchmen of the town and their successors be amgabPolice and appear upon
the minutes of the town." Eleven regular policeenappointed, and nine special policemen, somehafthwvere watchmen at
factories and mills.

On June 7, 1907, J. H. Yow was appointed ChiefotitE at a salary of $50 per month and O. A. Griffias appointed Police No. 1
at a salary of $50 per month. At this meeting,Bbard approved a motion that the town furnish@héef of Police with a telephone
at his home. (8-83)

On October 2, 1908, the Board approved the purobfatseo winter hats and two overcoats for the Rolnd ordered two closets
built in Commissioners Hall to take care of thetsoéB-129)

November 5, 1909- “night police be required to makete of all lights (street) out, telephoning samPower Plant to fix lights at
once. A report of all lights out to be filed molytiwith the Clerk."(8-183)

June 2, 1911, L. W. Kimball elected Chief of Polatesalary of $60 per month. S. L. Swaim electedtAChief at salary of $50 per
month.
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SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM SUMMARY 1900-1903

The first outfall sanitary sewers in the town ofe®awere built by the town of Winston in order t@yide gravity flow for sewage
disposal from that town to Salem Creek. Winstod tiwn faster than Salem, and the population debsbught on an earlier need
for sanitary facilities. Since Winston was situbte a hill, the land sloped south toward SalermreKraorth toward Peters Creek, and
east toward Bath Branch, thus fixing the directitressewers would have to flow to some point opdssl.

The first outfall sewer constructed ran from thieisection of West Fourth Street and Trade Stméhsvardly along Tar Branch to
Salem Creek. The second outfall sewer from Winsdaondown Bath Branch to near Salem Creek thergatoa north side of Salem
Creek to the Tar Branch line. The Town of Salerh &greed to pay $1750 for the privilege of tyirggsitreet sewers into the Tar
Branch outfall, and $1000 for a similar privilegethe case of the Bath Branch outfall, such paysienbe made when the town
actually made connections to these outfalls.

On April 6, 1900, J. O. Magruder, Engineer for Teevn of Winston, appeared before the Commissiook8alem and submitted an
agreement for the construction of another outfalNer through Salem that proposed “... the Board deAhen of the City of
Winston agree to construct a line of sewerage fitmersewer manhole in the center of West Salemlengaunning up the west
prong of Tar Branch to First Street in Salem, tleetantinuing up said branch through the properthefSalem Congregation of
United Brethren known as the Reservation to theéetaf Fourth Street in Winston just west of WalBeos. factory. The pipes used
in said sewer shall be of a size sufficient toc#ne sewerage of the western portion of Winstah @alem and adjacent territory as
shown by the map and plan of J. O. Magruder, Citgifeer."(7-94)

This agreement further provided that man holes would be placechtiblts suitable for connections from future street sewers in
Salem, and that the pipes would be "flushed anditaiaied at the expense of the City of Winston.hdAhat "whenever the Board of
Commissioners of Salem by recorded action dediefrée and unrestricted use of this sewer line fiarst to West Streets for sewer
purposes it is hereby agreed that the same wiraeted when they shall have complied with the remttheretofore made for the use
of the sewer system by paying to the City of Wingtoe sum of $2,750.00 as therein agreed uponénBaas also to furnish the
necessary right of way for the sewer line and yaee half the cost of right of way which had todoedemned.

On April 15, 1901, this contract between the twwris was executed, Mayor Samuel E. Butner signin&dem and Mayor O. B.
Eaton, signing for Winston. However, the amount specified was $1750 fomtheviestern sewer lines and did not include the
$1000 for the Bath Branch or eastern outfall. (2)16

Since the town of Salem had not yet paid its pridpoal part of the cost of the outfall sewers dolam Branch, the property owners
could not make any connections to this sewer inasequently many citizens had piped their houstenmes down to Tar Branch
and released the waste matter directly into thekcr@ his stream did not normally have a sufficigow of water to carry this waste
away; so this soon created an intolerable condélbthe way down Tar Branch to Salem Creek. Ctizen complained to the town
Board:

"I want to call your attention to the unhealthydoul condition of the premises adjoining me oa test and would ask the
Sanitary Committee to inspect same and see whettbgiare kept in accordance with Chap. 4, Sec.tBeofown ordinances. During
the past two years within a space of 4000 feet square there have loshE) several of those from typhoid fever, arairathe
odor from the sewer makes it very unhealthy as aglinpleasant. There have been several compha@s to me about the
unpleasant odor from the sewer and | have repdrs=eral times and as yet no action has beem takabate the same | contend it
should not be allowed to remain in this condition."

The Sanitary Committee reported on June 7, 190C6mplaint had been made by residents of the fiatsadrom the Big Coffee
Pot regarding waste water from the Lemly and Braeks&dences on the west. An examination showsutface drain to be doing
very unsatisfactory work. There is one remedy thatlwould be an underground pipe in place of the surface drain to connect at
Depot Street with a sewer extending to Tar Brarihe question arising regarding the latter is can the Board be called upon to do
such work on private property and if taken as &galent no one knows the end and expense resudtsota question of import along
this line arises has the Board power to discontsuah drain and force the Brooks, Lemly or any ogegson to dispose of surface
water without privilege of utilizing the sewer sgst. Very frequently in our experience as Commissis we find the location of
property very unfortunately situated for the disgdas waste water and the adoption of the sewesggem would seem to be the
only effective alternative.

2. The gutter in front of Mr. F. C. Meinung's cage shop is also cause for complaint. Where thengnound pipe stops

there is a constant flow of refuse water and stomfadjacent homes. This pipe could be extended $0 connect with

covered drain farther east and find, as usual lWjogey Tar Branch as a dumping ground.
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3. The Sanitary Committee would suggest that M&4aorce issue notices kindly requesting all citizengive their premises
a thorough cleaning up and a liberal use of limaesedful and beneficial at this season, for the sdikheir own and the
public health. The Committee believes that susdgaest would be freely complied with and provemath sanitary good
to the community.

4. The Sanitary Committee does not regard the @&song use of Tar Branch for waste water sewerageopa prudent or
expedient. The flow of this stream is not suffitiéor this purpose and it is already burdened hdyits capacity. Itis
simply removing refuse from one point of the towrd @lumping upon another, and the Committee reqtlests
Commissioners, Mayor, and all others in authontyphold them in this matter, as it is very impottand especially to
those who dwell along the borders of Tar Branch.

5. The Sanitary Committee believes that the abadeother causes for complaint resolve themselesbint one method for
relief and that is the adoption of the seweragéesys It is a difficult matter to force citizensd@spose of waste waters and
slops when there is no place to receive it. Theesgge system once adopted and the Board of Commissioners through its
Sanitary Committee could do some effective worke Banitary Committee respectfully suggests t@Btverd the
immediate consideration of this question whichvierenow a necessity and only a question of timeeat. Whether the
Board should adopt, give a note for $1700 the reguamount, or endeavor to save enough this yeae &ope to have no
fire engine or small pox to engage our attentiowl, meet the obligation promptly are matters maimlghe jurisdiction of the
Finance Committee. One thing is certain, we needséwerage system and Salem could not expectpaher more
perfect system for the money, and unless we arekeis in our prophecy this will be and should berxt step along the
line of progress and improvement, for there is reatgr need than the care and preservation ofudlicphealth."(7-174)

Under the agreement the town of Salem obtaineddhéto the use of the three outfall sewers bayjlthe City of Winston through
the town of Salem:

"The Board of Commissioners of the town of Saleoppse to the commissioners (Aldermen) of the Gityinston to pay
them the sum of $2250.00 in five equal notes ordbppayable respectively on January 1, 1902, Jariydr903, January 1, 1904,
January 1, 1905, and January 1, 1906, with intete4¥% per annum from January 1, 1902, for the deim@and perpetual right and
privilege of connecting a sewer system or sewetesys for Salem with all the sewer lines construtiethe City of Winston through
the town of Salem, and more particularly descriipetthree several contracts between the City of Wmsind the town of Salem and
bearing dates, respectively August 20, 1890, OctdBe1891, and April 15, 1901. The said existiogtract to be in no manner
waived or modified except as to the amount paidHerright of sewer connections."(7-188)

The original contracts called for the payment of 2 by the town of Salem, so it appears that titye @iWinston agreed to reduce
this amount by $500, or to a total of only $2250.

On September 6, 1901, the Board of Health recomattitht "every house supplied with pipe water sthbel connected with the
public sewer and that no water closet be permittigdowt such connection."(7-200)

In September, 1902, the Commissioners awardedteacbmo J. L. Ludlow, Civil Engineer, to draw ugewer map of the town for
$500.00.

The first street sanitary sewers constructed ier8aliere on Belews Creek Street from Depot StrestdBon Avenue) to Liberty
Street; then down Liberty Street to Bank Streetntdown Bank Street to the Tar Branch outfall sewdéris work was awarded to L.
B. Brickenstein, Contractor, for $1300.00. Thetthg property owners agreed to pay $595 of thi,qulus the cost of individual
connections to the main line. The contract wasrdegin August, 1903. The amount paid by the pitgpmvners was in line with
the resolution passed by the Commissioners on Nbeey 1902, under which the abutting property aemeere to pay one-half the
cost of a street sewer main. (7-240)

Lawrence B. Brickenstein was a prominent Plumbingt€ctor during this period and for many yearsratbnsolidation. He served
on the Board of Commissioners of Salem from Mayl1®@0November 23, 1908, at which time he was etettig¢he Board of County
Commissioners. While serving on the Salem Boardide Mayor pro tem and a member of the Streett&@aniSidewalk and Police

Committees.

In 1903, the Commissioners approved an amendmeéhétdown Charter which gave the Board the poweottstruct a system of
sewerage wholly at public expense or in cooperatiitin property owners benefited by such improvemant to compel the abutting
property owners to connect with the sewer main.
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Sewer lines were next constructed on High, Marsdradl Shallowford Streets, with property ownersipgating in the cost. This
work was contracted in 1903 to L. B. Brickenst&in $550.00.

Other sewer lines were gradually constructed withenmain part of town (Salem), but it was manyryedter the consolidation of
Salem and Winston before street sewers were alailalthe West Salem area.

SIDEWALK PAVING SUMMARY 1900-1913

Since most people did a lot of walking during thelyeyears in Salem, safe sidewalks were extremngbprtant. Even before the
advent of granite curbing and brick or in laterngezement sidewalks, the property holders in Salene required to keep their paths
or sidewalks in safe condition. This was generatlgpomplished by laying flat stones along the salkwrea. After granite curbing
came into general use, the Town Commissioners woaNe the curbing installed and then order thetedguproperty owner to lay
brick or cement sidewalk paving. Brick paving wagd for many years before cement paving becaniklalea The sidewalk
paving was generally constructed by the town aitieerand assessed against the property ownergy Bteeets in Salem, as well as
in Winston, had granite curbing and paved sidewialkg before the street carriageway was paved.

The importance of sidewalks is indicated by the flaat one of the Standing Committees of the Boaad a Sidewalk Committee.
The first such committee was appointed by Mayordgaon July 5, 1901, composed of H. F. Shaffnerriéadiewers and L. B.
Brickenstein. (7-186). On August 13, 1901, the Blaadopted an ordinance requiring the property osvteeconstruct paved
sidewalks, or such paving would be constructechbytdéwn and assessed against the abutting prapergrs. (7-193)

In 1901, Mt. Airy granite curbing was priced atdénts per lineal foot for 4" and 5" by 16" and $&ed stone, and 22 cents per
lineal foot for 6" by 16" and 18" stone. Duringattyear the Board examined specimens of brick tmdgecock, Carter, Sheppard,
and Byerly, and decided that the Carter brick west Bor paving.

On June 1, 1903, the Sidewalk Committee reportat] ih compliance with the Board's orders of Sepni901, brick sidewalks
had been laid on Main Street (both sides) andttieat had directed the Town Treasurer to chargediseto the abutting property
owners concerned. (7-284)

The concern of the citizens in West Salem aboutdmelition of the streets and sidewalks in thatiseavas expressed in a letter to
the Chairman of the Street Committee and MembéreSidewalk Committee, entered into the Boarduts on September 14,
1905: “...The action of the Honorable Board of Consiggers at their last meeting in postponing theiggof Academy and Green
Streets was a great disappointment to the citiséosr community and we feel that it was not emfijast to our portion of the town
for the following reasons:

1. There is at present not one good street owsilttewvest of Marshall Street.

2. Academy Street is the street most used by tteeies of West Salem and on it are located thensS&eblic School and the

Methodist and Moravian Churches.

3. This street was almost impassible last wintekia now in much worse condition than it was & time last year.

4. The bridge and sidewalk between Mulberry ance@i®treets are positively dangerous. But last vidisk Mary Oliver

fell twice at this place on her way home from prayeeting. Two nights later, Mrs. Pfohl had a méxperience that

came near resulting seriously, and on two occagirently our little girls have been thrown froneithgo-cart because of

the roughness of the sidewalk.

5. We have no alternative as both West and Wael®treets are in as bad condition as Academy.

6. By delaying this work the town lays itself lialib damage suits which are likely to result at tmg from injuries

received from accidents and one such suit will custe than the entire work.

7. To put the bridge and street into proper coadifor the winter would cost more than the intefesthe year on the $600

estimated to be the cost of the proposed work tlaavork not permanent.

8. The amount of taxes paid by this portion ofdcbexmunity entitles it to some recognition at tla@dhs of the Board.

"We appreciate fully the condition of the townisdinces at this time and under no circumstancesdweellwant to place a

needless debt upon it. We presume too, that azraegts would be made to do this work during theiogryear at latest,

and in consideration of these two things, aftersattation among ourselves, we make the followirfgrofia:

"If the town authorities proceed at once to dopheposed work we promise to pay them on its coriguighe sum of
$36.00, the same to be interest for one year 0#806.00 required for the work.

"This proposition is made after consultation withuamber of the citizens in our section. They midke offer not because
they feel that they are not entitled to the wotlk, llecause it seems to be the only way of gettingrork done this year.”

8
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The Board resolved to spend $600 on Academy Sweethe basis of the proposition made by the Rel¢edineth Pfohl and such an
additional amount as the citizens of West Salerhpaiy the interest on for Twelve Months."

The economy of the town would not permit cash powg for major improvements entailing large expemdg.

On March 13, 1908, the Board ordered brick sides&dkbe laid on both sides of West Street from &optreet to Green Street, and
on Green Street from West Street north as far dsrguhad been installed.

The first mention of concrete sidewalks was inBoeard minutes of November 6, 1908, when it was apgut that the owners of
Baltimore Block on Main Street be allowed to lagamcrete walk in front of their property, providis walk be eight feet wide and

so located as to leave a space of one foot between the inner line of comtneteperty line. The Board also adopted spetifina

for concrete sidewalks to be laid on the streethé@nTown of Salem. Under these specificatiorfspainches thick compacted

broken stone slag or brick bat foundation was lgidn the prepared subgrade. On this foundatiortiveaslaid a layer of concrete

three inches thick and tamped solid. This conarete to be composed of 1 part cement, 3 parts sawads parts slag, gravel, or

broken stone. While this concrete was still greewgearing surface was placed, this course being composed of one part cement and
two parts sand. An expansion joint was requirddtatvals of not more than six feet.

SMALL POX OUTBREAK

On August 20, 1900, the Mayor quarantined a honséhwrch and Liberia Street due to a case of gmoalithere. (7-120) The next
day, the Board of Health met and suggested moViagéatient to a “pest house”, to clean the homseulate the neighborhood and
allow the Mayor to keep the quarantine as longeathbught necessary. It was also approved thdtdhses in the neighborhood be
vacated for six months. (7-120)

At the October B meeting, the houses were ordered vacated foastt feur months. These were all listed as “tenérhenses.”(7-
126)

October 27, 1900-The Board of Health reported there now two places under guard and quarantikedp the disease from
spreading. (7-129) The Board discussed the 1988amde and agreed that it will do for this timeneTordinance had ordered
vaccination of all persons but obviously that hatlatcurred. The Board of Health then suggesteda@lution that “No children will
be admitted into any of the schools in town untasy can show proper evidences of as successfainaimn.”(7-130)

This resolution was approved at the October 270 ¥88eting of the Board of Commissioners. (7-130)
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There was another outbreak in 1902 when the Bdattkalth requested the Commissioners to rent twisés at the corner of
Wachovia and Fairview Streets for small pox patie(M-243) The town was also to assume the cashafl pox vaccinations.

March 1, 1901-The Minutes Book contains a detaiggabrt of the town’s Police Commission including gimounts of fines the
Mayor had imposed during the last year and a fistcommendations. They included “...heavier fibesmposed by the Mayor and
that instead of $573.00 our receipts could be niadeach from $700 to $1,000 thus making our paliepartment not only self
supporting but a source of income. (7-153)

THE TWIN-CITY HOSPITAL 1901-1905

Salem continued to make contributions toward thgpett of the Twin-City Hospital in Winston. On &, 1901, the Board agreed
to pay $61.15 towards the cost of building a fezmee installing a drain pipe through the Hospitalgarty. The object of the drain
pipe was to make it possible to level up the lamdl "give the ladies an opportunity to beautify ¢gheunds."

The Commissioners of Salem wrote the Board of Atdar of Winston in March, 1902, "From the recordshef Twin-City Hospital
we learn that the service rendered our respective towns in nursing and cacingrity patients sent them from among our citizisn
in proposition to the donations as at present m&jethis we mean that they give three days oflngrand care to citizens of
Winston to one such day to the citizens of Salene thérefore - : ;

Feb 8, 1902- The Board approved an appropriatidb6ffor “collecting and distributing adverting rieat at the upcoming
Charleston Exhibition. (7-235

This amount matched the appropriation from Winston.

STREET IMPROVEMENTS

April 4, 1902-R. W. Belo asked permission to ldyrizk sidewalk in front of his residence on BankeSt between Main and Church
Streets and to put steps at intervals instead &ngane incline of the whole, since this was a very steep street. He further requested
that Bank Street be paved. (7-220)

The Town had not adopted any fixed policy on stpesting as to the cost to be borne by the propmmyers. Sometimes such work
would be done upon request of the property owndéttstivem agreeing to pay some amount. In 190%\B&ICreek Street was paved
from Chestnut Street east to the railroad bridgelgian Block paving was laid and the property omsneaid 3/5 of the cost and the
town 2/5. However, Belews Creek Street was paetaden Main and Liberty Streets with the propextyers paying two-thirds of
the cost. Another project consisted of the laygh8elgian block paving on Shallowford Street fr&tm to Wachovia, and

Wachovia Street west to Branch. This paving cast®per square yard; the total cost was $6787T2@ abutting property owners
paid three-fifths of this cost.

The first Bitulithic paving laid in the town of Sah was on Chestnut Street between Belews Cree&t @imd First Street. This
paving was requested by the property owners on 26ay1908: "If the Town of Salem will lay Bitulithipavement on Chestnut
Street, between First and Belews Creek Streetsrttiersigned will pay the sum of $1400 to help @ethe cost of same, as set
opposite our respective signature:

Commissioner Brickenstein estimated that the johldi@ost about $3000 with the cost to the town amtiog to about $1600. He
further stated that the property owners had akedito lay concrete sidewalks on both sides ostiteet if the paving was done as
requested. The Board instructed the clerk to hvédawkins, Manager of the Bitulithic Co., to weitefinite specifications as to the
grading, hauling of dirt, and cost to be handedsrsoon as possible. (8-116)

At the meeting on June 5, 1908, Commissioner Fhhaffner made a motion that the proposition madeh&yroperty owners for
paving Chestnut Street with Bitulithic be accepteavided the pledged payment be made by the ovimengdiately upon
completion of the work. This motion was secondgdvo. Brickenstein. Commissioner Shaffner, L. BidRenstein, and Dr. P. E.
Horton voted in the affirmative, and CommissionRights, Pfaff, and Hege voting in the negative.ybtaFrank H. Vogler cast the
deciding vote as affirmative. (8-117)

Col. F. H. Fries appeared before the Board of Casimners on June 30, 1908, at a meeting held in the office of the Wachovia Loan
and Trust Co., and stated that the property ownisised to pave Cherry Street from High Street tstFS$treet, and High Street from
Cherry to Spruce Streets, and that these propentgis had agreed to pay 2/5 of the cost or $3T5@ total estimated cost was

$8500. The Board accepted this proposition andezjto negotiate a loan at 6% interest, payalbdedn two, and three years. Under
this agreement the cost to the property ownerstahe distributed as follows:

J. E. Gilmer- $184.50; H. F. Shaffner-$329.00; HSRarbuck-$180.00; Mrs. E. H. Wright-$108.00; J.Rbgers-$198.00; C. D.
Ogburn-$198.00; Wm. A. Blair-$220.00; J. W. Sheph$t39.50;Geo. E. Nissen & Co0.-$189.00; F. H. F§i2d30.00; W. F.
Shaffner-$274.00; for a total of $3,150.00.(8-119)
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The Town signed a contract with the Atlantic Bitii¢ Co. for the paving. This company was alssmddimilar work in the Town of
Winston. One such contract was for paving of Gh8treet from First to Fifth Street. Salem waglyefr the paving of Cherry
Street south of First Street, but Winston was nadyeo do their job, so the Atlantic Bitulithic Qmquested that the Salem contract
be delayed until Winston was ready.

While the paving of these streets was still pendihg General Assembly ratified in February, 1909amendment to the Charter of
Salem relative to street improvements “...whenewsr street of the town shall have been gradedeigattand curbed in whole or in
part, including the sidewalks, it shall be incumt@nmon the owner or owners of the land abuttingaid street or part thereof so
improved, to improve, pave and repave, whenevéraropinion of said Board of Commissioners it maynlecessary, one-fifth of the
street adjoining their respective property, witktsmaterial and in such manner as the Board of Gesiomers of said town shall
direct. And the Board of Commissioners shall hignespower to require said improvements to be made@levy against the
abutting property a sufficient assessment to payhi® same; upon a petition being presented to gigned by one-half of the owners
of the property abutting on said street, or on pasaid street to be improved, requesting saiddavgment, paving or repaving to be
done."

This law provided for the payment of assessmentthiee or more equal annual installments for and aftecah@mencement of such
work, with interest thereon at six percent per anfitom the date of the completion of the work."

Since the improvement of Cherry and High Streetsbeen delayed, the property owners requesteddhedBo cancel the agreement
of June 20, 1908, (8-120) and to accept a petgigned by one-half of the property owners undeiptiowisions of the amended
Charter. The Board accepted this petition fromgioperty owners on March 15, 1909. (8-152)

Engineer Piatt (Wm. M. Piatt) made a survey offtbatages of the various lots and prepared thesassent roll for the
improvement. This assessment toll shows that thditRic pavement cost $2.15 per square yard, withproperty owners on each
side of the street paying one-fifth of the cosheTost to the property owners on Cherry Streefe@6wide between curbs, was
$1.72 per lineal foot, and on High Street, 24 festiveen curbs, the cost was $1.14 2/3 per profreryfoot. The total assessment
against the property owners amounted to $3155T8i&. town paid for the granite curbing, grading ¢treet, and the installation of
drainage and appurtenances. This was the firessasgent roll for street paving under the amendexit€h

In June, 1911, the property owners petitionedtergaving of Liberty Street from First Street toldVa Street, requesting that the
pavement be "Tarvia filled Macadam." The petitieas filed under the provisions of the amended ee&B of the Town Charter,
wherein the owners were to pay two-fifths of thatcost. C. M. Thomas & Co. submitted a propésddy this type pavement on
Liberty Street for $5319.12. Thomas further agreeldandle the town's notes for an indefinite pkifdie received the contract.

On September 1, 1911, the Board approved the gafihiberty Street, the same to be paved in sestfas the money to pay for
same may be available." The section between &iidtCemetery Streets was to be paved immediatéiytiag entire job to be
completed on or before the 1st of May, 1913. Tioperty owners were to pay two-fifths of the cost later than one year after
completion of the work.

The records show that Liberty Street between Birstet and Washington Avenue was repaved withd&attCement Concrete by C.
M. Thomas in October 1918.

BEGINNING OF SALEM LAKE WATER SUPPLY

A very important development in the history of B&lem Water Supply Company occurred in 1901. TDimepany, Colonel F. H.
Fries, president, purchased in fee simple, or gective water rights, to about two hundred acréanaf, in what is known as the
Butner or Fogle bottom, and eastward. This ishms of a large watershed, with a water-beariagajrsubstratum. This gravel
stratum will supply a million gallons per day otpurest water. This can be increased to fivaanijallons per day by the use of
the creek water, the purest stream in this sectind,the supply will then be sufficient for a aitf/fifty thousand inhabitants. A
pumping station has been erected at this pointandection made with the reservoir. The valuéhefglant at the present time is
$60,000.

This was the beginning of the old Salem Water Réan¥artin Luther King, Jr. Drive at Salem CredWany years later, and after
extensive improvements, this plant was named thé\"Rrhomas Water Treatment", in honor of the RteA. Thomas who served, as
Engineer and Director of Public Works, of the GifjWinston-Salem for over thirty years.

SMALL POX ORDINANCE

November 24, 1902-An Ordinance was passed requiring all persons residing in or carrying on business in the vaecitatee
for small pox. (7-247) The current outbreak of dpwat had been the subject at the last two reguksetings of the Board. While a
small pox ordinance had been in place since 18@8révision made it mandatory that everyone innde vaccinated.

It
was required that anyone with the disease notéyhialth officers and those persons would be gtinesh (7-308)

HOG LAW

After several unsuccessful attempts at banninglbtsgrom Salem, a petition was presented by ptypmrners on Cherry Street
calling for an ordinance prohibiting the keepindhof@s in a district bounded by West, First, NewlBhdord and EIm St. (7-310)
This was immediately followed by a petition by amatgroup of citizens asking that the law not bengfed in that area. (7-313)

At the November 6, 1903 meeting an ordinance waseqghfavoring the banning of hog keeping in tha.af&317)

On November 10, two petitions from another seatibBalem regarding hog keeping, one for, one agaiase presented. The
Sanitary Committee noted that the majority of propewners in the area actually favored keepingstentd in this section would not
recommend the banning of hog pens (7-319)

NO LIBRARY
December 4, 1903- The Board declined to cooperdtetiie Town of Winston in the erection of a towibdary saying they couldn’t
afford the annual obligation. (7-321)

February 3, 1905-“A more respectable place fomtieeting of the board was spoke about and motion carried that this matter be left
with the Finance Committee with power to act togeth place.” (7-371) It would be six years before a new town hall was erected

March 3, 1905- A Street Sweeper was ordered. (J-379

FIRST ORDINANCE REGARDING AUTOMOBILES

April 7, 1905-“All persons using automobiles or ganmachine on the streets of Salem be requiredtazh lighted lamps to their

machine at night and shall at all time in approaghiorses, mules or vehicle and street crossingmitice by a proper alarm and
shall stop their machine when horses attachedhimies become frightened and remain standing bot$es are under control.
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That the speed of machine shall not be greatertBaniles per hour.” ( 7-380)

PURCHASE OF THE WATER SUPPLY COMPANY

On August 4, 1905, the Board of Commissioners téiBaequested the Water and Light Committee tostigate terms upon which
the Salem Water Supply Company Plant could be msedh and to report at the next meeting with therwaf submitting the matter
to a vote of the citizens of the town. (7-397) At the S&pL.205 meeting, the committee reported that theew@ompany would
have a meeting in a month or so, and then the matteld be discussed. The Board decided thatatva should employ Mr. Manly
as consulting attorney, he having had experienseich matters. The Water and Light Committee Wwas aiuthorized to employ Mr.
Manly as consulting lawyer to act in conjunctiortwthe town attorney. (8-4)

The matter of the purchase of the Water Compaypgalith the necessary bond referendum, was fucbesidered at a meeting of
the Board on October 6, and after some discusien)ater and Light Committee, along with Attorriglier and associate counsel,
were instructed to draw up necessary resolutiaglitons, etc., to be acted upon at next mee(8d.0)

The Water and Light Committee made this reporh&oBoard on November 3, 1905:
"The Water Committee having under consideratiomgirestion of buying the holdings of the Salem W&tapply Company,
beg leave to report as follows:

"1st. That said Water Company has proposed tatsalhtire plant, franchise, accounts and othfeicef to the town of
Salem at actual cost of the same to be shown aildand stated to be $79,329.45 on October 1,.1905

2nd. The income from said plant for the past yg@ears to be $9,444.00, and the expense of maimdior 9 months about
$2,644.12.

3rd. The town is now paying for its hydrant ren53%.00 a year, and the completion of needed extessiill, under our
present contract, which runs for nine years, caossiderable increase in this item of expense.

4th. In the event the town does not buy the WalntPthe Water Company desires a renewal or eixteras the contract
with the town before going on with further improvents.

5th. We find that the source of water supply ia gabint on Salem Creek above the dam and racedfenenany years by
the several proprietors of the Salem Mill propertjhe stream at said mill is variously estimatedftord 4 to 8,000,000
gallons of water per day. We are disposed to retend the purchase of the water plant provideddhgescan be done with
such safe guards as will prevent embarrassmettte ifuture. (8-14)

The stock holders of the Salem Water Supply Comefy a meeting on February 27, 1906, at which ttmes resolved--"that the
Salem Water Supply Company sell, transfer and opowéo the Board of Commissioners of Salem, altoéntire property as above
set forth in consideration of the cost price oflgaioperties as appears on the books of this company at date of tnaoisferexceed
$83,000.00."

At a meeting of the Board of Commissioners on M&ch906, Commissioner H. E. Fries offered the ltg&m, previously prepared
by counsel, providing for the purchase of the W&tgpply Company properties and for the bond refliren The Bond Referendum
called for bonds in the amount of $125,000, of \lwkamount $83,000 was for the purchase of the S#ater Supply Company
property and the remaining $42,000 for future irvgroents to the water system. These bonds wergrdgsd as "Water Works
Bonds", payable in gold thirty years from datessilie, and bearing interest not to exceed 5% pemnani8-26)

An entirely new registration was ordered, with beolen from May 8 to June 11, 1906. Election Dayg esraJune 26, 1906. The
ballots bore the words "Issue" and "No Issue." ofevin favor of the bonds was tantamount to a wofavor of the purchase of the
Water Company.

Following the election, the Registrar and Judgethefelection reported that 229 votes were cafstvior of issue of bonds and only 4
votes were against the bonds. The total numbergistered voters was 263. (8-40)

Mr. B. J. Pfohl was appointed referee to deterrtlirgevalue of the Salem Water Supply Company, atett afpersonal examination of
the books, statements, and reports of Mr. H. FffBéia Secretary and Treasurer of the Water Compla@yeported that the records
showed the total cost of the construction of thapprty, plant and system of the Salem Water Su@piyppany amounted to

Section 1. That the City of Winston and the TowiSalem in the County of Forsyth, State of Northidliaa, be consolidated as one
municipal corporation in the name of the "City offaton-Salem"; to that end the territorial lineglué City of Winston shall be
extended and include the territory now embracetiwihe boundary lines of the Town of Salem. TthatCity of Winston-Salem
shall be divided into four Wards, represented dnctwo Aldermen, and the territory so taken in Ehalknown as Salem Ward,
entitled to two members of the Board of Aldermenthef City of Winston-Salem, and said City of Winst®alem is hereby invested
with all the rights, powers and privileges of tleeeral towns of the State in general laws reguatie same, and shall be subject to
the Charter and the ordinances of the City of Vdingixisting and in force when this Act becomes effective, which are hereby
extended to and made the Charter and ordinandes @ity of Winston-Salem, subject to the changaderherein.

Section 2. That all of the property of every kanttd character, all privileges, immunities, franebiand rights of every kind, whether
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in law or equity, belonging to the City of Winstand to the Town of Salem, shall be vested in atohigeto the City of Winston-
Salem, and said municipalities are hereby authdriempowered and directed to make such conveyamekassurances of the
properties thereof as may be required to carryéifiiect the provisions of this section. That thel<ity of Winston-Salem shall
assume and pay all of the obligations and debtseasting of the City of Winston or of the Town $&lem as fully in all respects as
if they were the obligations of the said City ofilon-Salem.

Section 3. That all the powers, duties, obligatioheach and every office of the City of Winsto @f the Town of Salem shall be
and belong to the office of like name or dutieshia City of Winston-Salem. (9-140)

The Act further required that the Board of Aldernaérthe City of Winston and the Board of Commissiof the Town of Salem,
each hold a separate election on the same daylén to determine the wishes of the voters in ragpethe consolidation. The
printed tickets were to bear the words "For Comkstion” and "Against Consolidation" in both towasd then the Consolidation
would become effective "on and after the first Byicifter the first Monday in May, 1913", which wdudde the 9th day of May, 1913.

In the event of a favorable vote on consolidattbe, Act further provided that "on the first Tuesddier the first Monday in May,
1913, an election was to be held for Mayor and BadrAldermen of the City of Winston-Salem, undeg provisions of the Charter
of the City of Winston, and the Mayor and BoardAidermen so elected shall hold office as providedaid Charter of the City of
Winston."

On January 29, 1913, Mayor Fred A. Fogle appoifda. A. Long, Registrar, along with Bernie Wurres@nd Clarence P. Padgett
as judges to hold the election on the questioronfaclidation. However, C. P. Padgett resigned,amiflarch 17th Mayor Fogle
called a special meeting of the Board, at whichdaal:

"There will be a special meeting of the Board of@nissioners this afternoon at 5 o'clock to appaijutdge for the election
on consolidation in place of C. P. Padgett.
